15 Young people from the village and
aurrounding area boarded a programming
adventure at our Swift summer camp!

During August 2023, the neophyte
teenagerg explored the world of the Swift™
language for the firet time. Guided by two
experienced ingtructors, while following a
didactic path through the Swift ™ curriculum,
camperg learned the bagice of coding, and
were introduced to application development.

Training in programming i a long and
complex procese, which combines bagic
knowledge of the grammar of a programming
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language, the asgimilation of bagic
algorithmg to quickly evolve towards
solving complex problems, requiring an
ability to formulate hypotheses,
communicate effectively within a team,
identify and correct itg errore ("buge")
and find the "bricke" that can be
asgembled efficiently to achieve the
expected result more quickly.

To meet thege objectives, we have
hardware, tablete and computers, fibre-
optic network access, a library of
technical worke accesgible to all
gtudents, online training, and above all
monitorg to support students throughout
their progress.

[n 2024, we will aleo be deploying
projects that combine electronice and
computing, in particular thanks to the
Arduino architecture, which offere great
flexibility in communicating with the
outside world, with very concrete
applications such ag access control,
triggering doorg or pumps. [n this way,
our students will be able to bring their
akille to bear in industry and agriculture,
further extending their opportunities to
find a position in their future working
lives.

The

stakes are high and our guide hag already proved her worth. Starting with

x b practical life activitieg: children have a wide variety of tangible objecte for

\M hands on activities, adapted to their size and etrength. The delicate nature

of thege materialg remindg children of the importance of being attentive and

careful. Mistakes become learning opportunities, reinforcing concentration

and refining movement. Handling a variety of objecte such ag glasg, porcelain, ceramice

and wood allowg children to explore weights and textures, enriching their gengory

experience. Offering quality objects shows our confidence in children, reinforcing their

genge of gelf-worth and enabling them to appreciate beauty and refinement from an early

age. Moments guch ag the tea ceremony shown in the photo above can be marked by

activitieg involving the children. The repetition of taske euch ag folding towelg, waghing

clothe, sweeping the yard, etc. encourages deep concentration, refining the child's
gestureg and reinforcing their autonomy, thug nurturing their gelf-confidence.

Given the mild weather in the village of Ambohibe
in Antananarivo, the prepared environment hag
been extended beyond the walls to the veranda,
terrace and permaculture garden.

A ghelter for the heng and rabbite, a turtle
clearing, a pergola under the bougainvillea
walkway where Zara, chameleon, the children's
friend, negte, and a maze of varioug vegetableg,
nagturtiumg and marigolds on a bed of straw-
covered lagagne (1) complete the picture.

[nfragtructure work ig underway to create a new
gemi-covered dining room, which provides
protection from the wind but lets in the gentle
breeze from the hillide. We have taken great care
to regpect the traditional Merina architecture (2),
with ite gloping roof covered in flaked tileg and red

brick wallg, in harmony with the laterite of the high
plateaux.

We hope to be able to inaugurate thege premiges for
the end-of-year meals and Chrigtmag fegtivities.

Four dry toilete and a compost bin for emall children
aged 3 to 6 are algo being finighed, to teach our
young learners to compost their waste from the age
of 3, for obvioug ecological and water-gaving
reagong. Ag we all know, water ig a rare commodity
on Ambohibe hill in particular, and in Madagagear in
general. We introduced composting toilete in 2019,
which meang we have now been uging them
auecessfully for four years.

The role of the Montessori educator covers
the respongibility of quiding the clasg,
coordinating the learning environment and
encuring that the children are obgerved,
learn and identify areag for improvement.
Trained in the Montessori philogophy, the
teacher acte ag a guide according to Maria
Montesgori, encouraging the children's gelf-
learning to build their own pergonalities.

He or che
may help prepare lesgons, gcupervige the
children in the teacher's
abgence, and ig congidered the
teacher's right-hand pergon.

The crucial digtinetion between the two
lieg in the level of interaction with the
children. The Montesgori educator often
worke directly with the children to teach
gpecific lessong, monitor their progrese
and adapt the learning environment, while
the Monteggori aggigtant focuses on
preparing the environment.

The Montessori educator and Montessori assistant
complement each other to ensure that a Montessori
school functions properly.
